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Treasures of Spain 
August 18 to 29, 2024 

DAY 1 (8/19/24): ARRIVAL IN MADRID. Arrival in Madrid in the morning, meeting our driver and 
transfer to the hotel for early check-in. At noon we will go out and enjoy "Vino y tapas" in typical 
bars of the city. Return to the hotel and accommodation. 

DAY 2 (8/20/24): MADRID. Breakfast at the hotel and departure for a panoramic tour to discover 
the most interesting parts of the city: Gran Vía, Paseo de la Castellana, Puerta del Sol, Plaza de 
Toros de las Ventas. Typical tapas lunch at a local restaurant included. Rest of the day free. 

DAY 3 (8/21/24): MADRID/TOLEDO. Breakfast and departure to Toledo to visit this beautiful 
city, one of the most monumental in Spain. We will enjoy a panoramic view and visit some of the 
most important monuments, such as the "Synagogue of Santa María La Blanca", the Church of 
Santo Tomé and we end with the demonstration of the Damas quinado and exhibition of swords. 
Return to Madrid. Free afternoon. 

DAY 4 (8/22/24): MADRID / CÓRDOBA Breakfast at the hotel, free time until transfer to the train 
station for the AVE (high-speed train) to Córdoba. Departure for Córdoba at 3:00 p.m., arriving two 
hours later. Transfer to our hotel. 

DAY 5 (8/23/24): CÓRDOBA / SEVILLE Breakfast at the hotel and visit to the city. The tour 
begins by visiting the Alcazar of the Christian Kings, to continue to the Great Mosque-Cathedral of 
Córdoba, an Andalusian Omayyad treasure where we will be impressed by its "forest of columns." 
Then we will visit the famous Jewish neighborhood, where we will take a walk through its 
picturesque streets, squares, full of local color, to conclude at the Córdoba Synagogue, the only one 
left in Andalusia. Free time for lunch and transfer to the train station for the AVE to Seville. We will 
take the train around 5:00 p.m. and arrive 45 minutes later. Transfer to the hotel in Seville and 
accommodation. 

DAY 6 (8/24/24): SEVILLE. Breakfast at the hotel and visit the city. Monuments and the most 
representative of Seville in a single tour. Departure by minibus to discover the most important 
places in the city, such as the University, the Old Tobacco Factory, the Plaza de España, the most 
emblematic work of the Ibero-American Exposition of 1929, the San Telmo Palace, the Golden 
Tower and the Isabel II Bridge. Then, discover Santa Cruz, the old Jewish quarter with a maze of 
narrow streets leading to the famous Plaza de Los Venerables. We will visit inside the Alcazar and 
the Cathedral of Seville, the largest in the world in Gothic style where the remains of Christopher 
Columbus are located. End of the tour at the Cathedral. In the afternoon, cruise along the 
Guadalquivir to admire some monuments from another very interesting point of view. 
Accommodation. 

DAY 7 (8/25/24): SEVILLE / GRANADA Breakfast at the hotel and transfer to the train station to 
take the train to Granada at 11:55, arriving at 15:00. At night we have included dinner and a 
flamenco show in one of the best places in the city, the Flamenco Temple. Accommodation. 

DAY 8 (8/26/24): GRANADA / BARCELONA Breakfast at the hotel and visit one of the most 
visited places in Spain, The Alhambra, and the Generalife Gardens. Free time and transfer to the 
airport for your flight at 9:30 p.m. that takes us to Barcelona. Arrival at the hotel. 
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DAY 9 (8/27/24): BARCELONA Breakfast and full-day tour of Barcelona. In the morning, we will 
take a panoramic tour that will take us through the heart of the city, such as Plaza Catalunya, the 
Gothic Quarter and the Montjuic area, where we will enjoy a cable car ride to the "El Pueblo 
Español" complex with a representation of monuments of Spain, we include the visit. In the 
afternoon we will take a tour dedicated to the artist Gaudí. We will pass by the houses of Batlló and 
La Pedrera on the outside and we will stop at the fabulous Park Güell and visit the impressive 
unfinished Basilica of the Sagrada Familia (visit interior). At night we had dinner in a typical rice and 
fish restaurant next to the sea. Accommodation
